The First Degree combined aspects 

of the present-day Ordeal and 

Brotherhood memberships, while 

the Second Degree was an early 

adaptation of the Vigil Honor. 

In 1915, the OA did not exist as a 

national organization, nor did it 

have lodges. The Order was re-

ferred to as simply as 

"Wimachtendienk W.W.".  

During the early 1920s, the broth-

According to the Order's fifth Vigil 

Honor member, Harry A. Yoder, in 

the early days of the Order the 

members wore black sashes (which 

were called "bands") with a white 

stripe running lengthwise instead of 

the white sash with the red arrow. 

Unlike our present three levels of 

membership, the Order of the 

Arrow originally had only two lev-

els, called degrees.  

ers gathered 

to establish 

and formalize 

the organiza-

tion. They 

created the 

Unami Consti-

tution, which 

laid out the Order's vision. It was at this time that the symbol of 

the Order was adopted-- a white sash with a red arrow.
